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Abstract

Case study of the Tua Loh Kow band.Chinese stringed instrument club from
Tambon Banglane, Amphoe Bang Pa- In, Pra Nakon Sri Ayutthaya. This is a
conservative study with the purpose of studying history, background, melody, band
format, and the timing of the performance. For this study we will research 8 songs which
are used for worship and procession of divinities. The songs such as: Puang siang, Tai
Ngao, Kun Pol Mao Lao, Dok Mai Mgam, Bua Ban, Boon Wassana, Ban Dai Sawan and
Wad KiwKamKae.

The conclusions of this case study of the Tua Loh Kow band: This is a bend
which performs in Chinese ceremonies of worshiping, showing of belief and respect, and
various processions of divinities. This band performs in various auspicious ceremonies.
The band hasn't got fixed format and amount of musicians with the exception of
percussion instruments and Kow (drums). Characteristics and the meaning of the songs
that represent nice feelings (or emotions) and songs that are keeping the traditional
melody and name are inherited from Teo Chen. This case study of the Tua Loh Kow
band also shows that the band will continue to keep the traditions that inherited.

This means that the band will keep the format and their performance style when
performing various Chinese worshiping ceremonies. However the future studies should
also check other auspicious ceremonies, like for example Moon Festival or Nine

Emperors festival.
