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Abstract

“Khmer Thin Thai Musical Ensemble : Case Study of Mr. Saruean Yenudom,
Baan Panglang, Ta Phraya Sub-district, Ta Phraya District, Sa Kaeo Province” is the
research for the cultural conservation. The research aims to study the history and
works of Mr. Saruean Yen-udom, the history of Khmer Thin Thai musical ensemble,
its melody and performance method in the wedding ceremony.

It is found that Khmer Thin Thai musical ensemble of Mr. Saruean Yen-
udom, Baan Panglang, Ta Phraya Sub-district, Ta Phraya District, Sa Kaeo Province is
the classical musical ensemble established by Mr. Lim (no surname recorded), Mr.
Pin Phantri, Mr. Yuem Chan-ud, Mr. Kloem Toksongchan and Mr. Som Yen-Udom in
1967. Their songs for the wedding ceremony are as follows; Berk Rung song, Gus Toei
song, Gi-Yong song, Bi Kron Chong Dai song and Ma Rub Dong song. They are songs
with lyrics and two-level rhythm. The lyric conveys the auspiciousness for the groom
and bride. Seven musical instruments are used in Khmer Thin Thai musical
ensemble, which are Tro Klang, Tro Au, dulcimer, Thai lute, hand drum, hand
cymbals and small cymbals. The musical ensemble performs in the auspicious
ceremony only.

The research “Khmer Thin Thai Musical Ensemble : Case Study of Mr.
Saruean Yenudom, Baan Panglang, Ta Phraya Sub-district, Ta Phraya District, Sa Kaeo

Province” aims to pass on Khmer Thin Thai musical ensemble’s performance style




and method to the next generations for the cultural inheritance and conservation.
The further researches should study the music for other auspicious ceremonies such

as ordainment ceremony and new house settlement ceremony, etc.
